attacks

e Users may not give negative feedback on Facebook, it is more appropriate to deal
directly with the Gan on any matters

e Users may not mention individual staff members or children in a negative way on our
Facebook page. The tone of any discussions should be positive and respectful

e Our Facebook page is not the place to discuss individual children

e Users may not advertise products and services on our Facebook page

We will remove any content that we deem to be unacceptable.

The sanction for breaking any of the terms of the code of conduct is an automatic ban from
our Facebook page.
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
